Minutes of the September 13, 2008 CQC Club Meeting.

Held at the home of Jay Schwisow  at the beginning of the CQC Picnic.

Meeting was called to order at 1:00 PM by Peter Inskeep, NO2D, Club President.

There being no secretary present, the reading of the minutes from the previous meeting were dispensed with.

There being no treasurer present, the reading of the treasurer's report was dispensed with.

The floor was opened for Old Business.

Al, K0FRP, brought up the subject of the Butternut Antenna that was donated to the club.  He estimates that it will take up to $150 to repair the antenna and put it in working condition.  He asked if the Club wants to go ahead with this project in view of the recent donation of a GAP Titan to the Club.  Discussion followed.  It was moved and seconded that the Club authorize Al to spend up to $150 to put the Butternut in working condition, and then to test it for future use at Field Day.  The motion passed on a voice vote.

There being no more Old Business, the floor was opened for New Business.

Pete, NO2D, said that the Club had recently received a request from the Pikes Peak ARS to sponsor plaques for the Colorado QSO Party, which is the weekend of September 20, from 10:00 Z on September 20, to 4:00 Z on September 21.  One has to wonder if the QSO Party really will start at  4:00 AM, Saturday morning, Mountain Daylight Time, so be advised to check the QSO Party starting and ending times carefully before the contest.

The cost of each plaque has gone up to $40.00 this year.  Some discussion ensued and then a motion was made to sponsor one plaque that recognized achievement in QRP operations.  Preferably, the plaque would recognize the winner of the Colorado Section who is operating QRP.  Recognizing that this particular plaque may already have been claimed, the Club authorized Vince, KI0RB, our Contesting Chairperson, to select another plaque that appropriately honored QRP operations in the Colorado QRP Contest.  The motion to authorize Vince, KI0RB, to purchase one plaque with a Colorado QRP theme, was seconded and passed by voice vote.

The CQC bank account was the next item of new business.  Pete, no2d, recommended that the Club give the treasurer the ability to change banks so that the treasurer could again be able to write checks.  A motion to that effect was made.  That motion was amended to further give the treasurer the ability to divide he account into a “working” small account, large enough to handle normal transactions, and a second, larger, account that could perhaps be earning interest.  Funds from the second account could be transferred to the first, working, account as needed.  After further discussion the motion was further refined to authorize the treasurer to move the account to a new bank, and to set up banking arrangements that make sense in terms of what the bank offers.  Further, the Club authorized all four Officers to be named as authorized signatures for depositing and withdrawing funds in the new bank account.   This motion was seconded and passed by a voice vote.

Peter, no2d, made a motion to recognize and thank Jay, KT5E, and Kristi, for hosting the 2008 CQC Picnic.  Further, to authorize the treasurer to reimburse NO2D and KI0RB for expenses involved in purchasing food, drink and prizes for the picnic.  This motion was seconded and passed by voice vote.

A motion was then made, seconded, and passed to adjourn the meeting and get the grill working.
